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Research on Sports Public Service Governance from the Perspective of

Abstract: By methods of literature and logical analysis, this paper studies the governance of sports
public service under the background of government’s governance modernization. It is believed that the
modernization of government’s governance can be summarized as democratization, decentralization,
rule of law and scientization.
